Our society lives in the wild
Some humans say that we don’t share similar characteristic with animals. This is one of the reasons why some humans treat other animals awful, because they think that we are not equal to them. But the reality is that we share many characteristics with different kinds of animals. One of the animals that we share characteristic is with the elephant. Elephants are sociable animals that have a complex and well developed communication system.  Despite, this kind of animal is different of humans, they share our intelligence, values, genders roles.
    The elephants share with humans the intelligence, for example, they can communicate in the same way. An ethologist views the elephant as one of the most brilliant animals in the earth. The brain of the elephant contains 300 billion neurons whereas the human brain contains 86 billion neurons. The elephants and humans’ brains are very similar in terms of connectivity and functional areas. One of those functional areas, allow elephants to communicate with each other’s. They use seismic, visual, chemical, tactic and the acoustic communication.  Similarly, humans use the same type of communication. In the past communicating with an elephant was very difficult. But, according to a National Geographic in the article title “Want to ‘Speak’ Elephant?” Now You Can people create an app called “ElephantVoices”, was created to have the opportunity to understand the elephants. I saw a video that tracks the behavior and communication of elephants. They are perceiving this language. They used to say that they discussed plans and talk about humans. Having the opportunity to talk with an animal is the most beautiful experience that someone may want to know.  Another way that elephants use the intelligence is through the memory. Like humans, elephants can remember many things, like routes. This helps elephants that live in the desert where water is scarce. They recognize other family members after being separated. While we observe, humans are like elephants, because we can recognize a lot of things and we always recognize an important person in our lives.  “Elephants are able to track one another over large distances by calling to each other and using their sense of smell … Our work shows that they are able to recognize their friends and renew these bonds even after being apart for a long time." In 1999, two elephants named Shirley and Jenny, once companions in a circus, reunited at The Elephant Sanctuary in Tennessee after more than 20 years apart”. (J. Hullinger, 2017).
Another characteristic that elephants share with humans are values and motivations. This is very interesting, because a lot of people used to think that animals doesn’t have anything to care about, since they are just animals. One of the values that elephants are known to display is empathy. Page 7 the article from Behaviors That Prove Elephants Are Incredibly Smart, from J. Hullinger:
 “The elephants in the study used both physical contact and vocal sounds as forms of comfort, stroking one another with their trunks and emitting small chirps”. (2017).
Elephants are very empathic beings that try to help others during bad circumstances. One of the ways in which they show their empathy is by mourning when someone important to them died. They always stay with the bones of the animal or person that has passed away. They use their trunks and stand near the corpse for hours. Humans also show sadness for their deceased ones. On the other hand, in Puerto Rico there is a tendency to write a post on the social media or newspaper to remember or be empathic with someone. One example of elephant empathy was with the death Lawrence Anthony, author of "The Elephant Whisperer”. In Africa there was a group of animals trespassing the community of someplace and they were doing damage in the area. Many hunters want to kill the elephants. This is the reason that the population called Allan to intervene with the elephants. He used to help wild elephants avoid other dead elephants, so they didn’t trespass an area which could affect the community. Anthony once traveled to KwaZulu-Natal, a providence in South Africa, in order to offer aid. The CBC wrote the article Saying Goodbye: Elephants Hold Apparent Vigil To Mourn Their Human Friend about that experience:
“When Anthony died of a heart attack, the elephants, who were grazing miles away in different parts of the park, traveled over 12 hours to reach his house”. (2012).
Another value which humans and elephants also share is family bonding. We both form special bonds with friends or family members. Another characteristic that we share is the social aptitude and charisma employed when interacting with others. We always tend to be around people and if we isolate ourselves, we can start feeling lonely and depressed. 
            Even though humans and elephants share a lot in common in social aspects, both also have differences in contrast to one another.  An example of said differences would be gender roles. Gender role relates to the traits and responsibilities which define the males and females in a society. In this current century the woman is in the second place, because the first one always must be for the man. We live in a patriarchal society. Women may seem to have “many opportunities” in this century, however men always have more privileges and social advantages compared to their female counterpart. The elephant, in other hand, live in a matriarchal society.  In this type of society, females rule and lead their herd which divides into groups of six to twelve elephants. They always help each other with giving birth, taking care of their young, and protecting one other. For example, during formation calves hold on to the tails of theirs mothers with their trunks as other females surround them to protect them from peril.
